The state offers five state-sanctioned shows, however the 
earliest ones require youth to get their animals tagged before 
Weber County’s normal tagging dates in May/June.  If you 
want to participate one of these shows, call the office imme-
diately to coordinate tagging.  Don’t wait until the last minute 
or we will not be able to coordinate the tagging.  
 
The state requires animals to be tagged with these mini-
mums:  Beef - 100 days before the show; Hogs & Lambs – 60 

days before the show.  This means a January 23 deadline for 
steers and a March 3 deadline for hogs and lambs.

Delta, May 28-31– show & sale 
Morgan, June 2 – no sale; show only

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Let’s Talk Turkey 
Did you know that Utah offers a Utah State Jr. Turkey Show 
and Sale in November?   This is a great project for youth who 
may not have enough space available to participate in large 
livestock projects.    
 

IŜǊŜΩǎ ŀ ōǊƛŜŦ ƻǾŜǊǾƛŜǿ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ Utah State Jr. Turkey Show 
timeline: 

May:  Exhibitors order poults.  Each exhibitor can order a 
maximum of 10 turkey poults.  The price is $2 per poult.  
July:  Poults arrive at the 4-H office. 
July – November:  Exhibitors raise their turkeys. 
November (tentative dates are November 8-10): 
 Thursday: Exhibitors drop off their turkeys to the 
 Bothwell (Box Elder County) poultry plant for proc-
 essing. 
 Friday:  Carcasses are judged and bagged  – no ex-
 hibitors are allowed. 
 Saturday: Breakfast, auction and awards program.       
 Pick up bagged turkeys that didn’t make the show. 

 
Participation Details: 

Each exhibitor is required to submit a completed 4-H 
 Portfolio, 4-H Record Book, or FFA Record Book when 
 they drop off their turkeys.  Our county has an out-
 standing 4-H Portfolio program, and I STRONGLY encour-
 age you to submit a 4-H Portfolio rather than the generic 
 4-H Record Book because it provides you with much 
 greater scholarship award opportunities in 4-H. 

Each exhibitor can only submit one hen and one tom for 
 judging at the state show.  The exhibitor will pay a proc-
 essing fee for each bird, which will be approximately $8. 

Of the turkeys submitted for the state show, only the top 
 52 will be selected for the auction.  

Exhibitors will pick up their turkeys that didn’t make the auc-
tion (which have been processed, bagged and chilled) on Sat-
urday morning.  Because it is two weeks prior to Thanksgiv-
ing, these birds should be frozen, rather than kept as fresh 
turkeys for Thanksgiving. 
 
What do I do with the other eight turkeys? 
If you ordered ten poults and have been very successful in 
raising healthy birds, you will send two to the state show and 
have eight remaining turkeys.  You can take these turkeys to 
the Bothwell Processing Plant, which is a certified poultry 
processing plant in Utah, the week following the state 
show.  The Turkey Show Committee is still coordinating the 
dates and times for processing these non-show birds.  The 
processing cost will be approximately $8 per bird.  You will 
pick up your processed, chilled and bagged turkeys in time to 
sell as fresh turkeys to your family, neighbors and friends.  
Just like in the Jr. Livestock program, your success will be de-
termined by your ability to successfully market an out-
standing meat product for the buyer.
